Laying the cornerstone for the Süddeutscher Verlag high-rise building

Friday, May 19, 2006 marked the day when the cornerstone was laid at the construction site on Hultschiner Strasse for the corporate main office of Süddeutscher Verlag Mediengruppe in Munich-Steinhausen; this event was attended by Dr. Edmund Stoiber (Minister-President of Bavaria), Christian Ude (Lord Mayor of Munich), Hanswilli Jenke (managing director of Süddeutscher Verlag), Reinhard Walter (managing partner of FOM Real Estate GmbH - FOM), Eckhard Laible (Chairman of the Management of LEG Baden-Württemberg) as well as Dr. Burkhard Lohr (Executive Board of HOCHTIEF Construction AG).

The urban and architecturally imposing new main office of the group is located on a 21,450 square-meter area on Hultschiner Strasse, across from the printing center of Süddeutscher Verlag.

The building was designed by the architect firm of Gewers, Kühn + Kühn of Berlin. The ensemble, consisting of a flat structure, a connecting atrium and the 28-story tower, exhibits a small-surface façade of convex glass whose attractive light effects impart airiness and transparency to the edifice. The atrium, 24.3 meters wide and 23.5 meters high, creates an expansive entrance area flooded with light, and it opens towards the office areas with a staggered design. The tower reaches a total height of 99.95 meters, in compliance with the decision by the residents of Munich to prohibit tall buildings from being more than 100 meters in height.

The entire building has a gross floor area of 78,879 square meters, 51,314 square meters of which are above ground. The entire building offers a workplace for about 1850 people as well as parking spaces for 525 cars, 513 in the underground garage and 12 parking spots above ground.

Move from the city center to Steinhausen

In 2008, Süddeutscher Verlag will be making the move from its current headquarters in the area of Sendlinger Strasse to the new building, which will be ready after 36 months. Süddeutscher Verlag Mediengruppe has 4000 employees, about half of whom work in Munich (including the printing operations) and cannot all be accommodated in the established downtown premises; their activities will now be under one roof in the new site. The headquarters in the center of the city were sold to FOM and LEG in 2004 and have become the subject matter of the project development that now goes by the name “In the Center of Munich”.

Proven partnerships

FOM and LEG commissioned HOCHTIEF Construction AG as the general subcontractor. This line-up has already been responsible for successfully building the main office of T-Online in Darmstadt and, in addition to building the high-rise building for Süddeutscher Verlag, HOCHTIEF AG is currently also working for FOM / LEG Generalübernehmer GmbH & Co. KG in the Telekom projects under way in Bonn, Münster and Darmstadt.
